ROME, July 21.—(U.P.)—Italy’s
cannons are loaded for the final
offensive in the /great national
“Grain Battle.” This year's wheat
harvest is expected to demonstrate
that Italy can rid herself of foreign'
grain tutelage. i
With the same grim determina-
tion of soldiers fighting a war to
save their homes, the Italian farm-
ers, armed and equipped by the
Government, are fighting to make
Italy indepednent of foreign grain
markets, : ;

* In order to increase domestic pro-
duction to meet consumption de-
mands, the Government is sponsor-
ing i)roﬁtable prices to encourage
a continual increasing grain acre-
age. The results have been satis-
factory, and slowly but surely Italy
is increasing acreage and production
until her domestic needs are prac-
tically covered.

Mussolini Aids

Mussolini, who has been playing
a personal part in the Grain Bat-
tle, intends to push on until Italy
can boast that her own fields pro-
duce enough food to supply her
army and citizens, This will insure
the absolute tranquillity of the
country under any conditions, —~
Figures of the International Agri-
cultural Institute show that, during
the five years of “grain fighting,”
Italy has obtained the best results
from intensive culfure instead of
indiscriminately increasing the grain
battle started in 1925 Italy has in-
creased her wheat production more
than 20 per.cent despite three un-
favorable years. !
