In Memoriam

MR. FREDERICK ROBERTSON

On August 4th, the spirlt of
Frederick Robertson Mellish  re-
turned to its maker, Born at Unicn
Road in Kings County eighty-two
years ago, the late Mr. Mellish
was a son of the late George and
Christina Robertson Melish.

A brilliant scholar and showing
great pronise in early life, his
studies were interrupted by ill-
ness, and while his formal educa-
tion was thus terminated, his su-
perior intellect and keen mind
coupled rwith perseverance and
industry endowed him with a
broad and well-informed outlock
in public matters. His clear con-
ciss meaning could not fail to
win a listensr, and not infre-
quently did the power of his facile
pen defend the rights of mincrities
through the medium of the press.

In his loyalty and devotion to
his parents, his frank perscnality
and his love of truth, he moulded
a character which won the ad-
miration and respect of all who
knew him, '

The largely attended funeral held
from his late residence was con-
ducted by the Rev. F.M. Young of
Murshfield Presbyterian  Ohurch
who chose as his text the nine-
tieth psain and the comforting
words of e fourteenth chapter
of the Godbel according to 8t.
John. The hymns sung were fav-
ourites of the deceased, “Shall
We Gather At The River”, and
“The Lord Is My Shepherd”. Pall-
bearers included Russel G. Mac-
Laren, Ernest Moar and Fulton
Smith of New Perth, Alexander
MacPherson of Union Road, Mil-
ton Jenkins of Millvlew and Jos-
eph MacGregor of Montague.

The passing of the late Mr.
Mellish marks an epoch in the
history of his community, for
even as his mortal remains were
ccmmitted, the stirring and fam-
{liar lament "The Flowers Of The
Forest”, by Piper Bruce Maclar-
en, accompanied the last member
of a family which had played an
important role in the founding
and growth of that community, to
his last rest,
