POOR EATING HABITS OF THE

When a youngster begins to run
about, he may develop an appetite

(4) Give no more than one pint of
milk in 24 hours. This not giving
more than one pint of milk in 24
hours may be a surprise to some
nmothers because milk is the best
single food for children. However, a
youngster with a poor appetite, who
perhaps is not unwilling to drink
milk, may have his stomach flled
or satlsfied with milk only and so
will not eat other necessary foods.

Several months later the mothers
of 91 per cent of these children
without appetite were no longer
worrled about their children's ap-
petites. What was the reason the
other 9 per cent still ‘had loss of
appetite?

These children had behavior
problems, which as we know, even
in adults, cause loss of appetite
and indigestion and other symp-
toms, too such as rapld heart, diar-
rhoea, sleeplessness and others.

“An attempt is now being made
to prevent such problems from
arlsing by waming mothers in ad-
vance to expect a failing appetite
in their babies during the second
year of life.”

There is no doubt that {f mothers
knew that these behavior problems
might arlse in the second year of
the child’s life they would be bet-
ter able to handle the situation.
