CANADIAN HAY AND OATC FOR
THE ARMY.

OTTAWA, Sept. 16—The British
War Office, it is understood, will pur-
chase large quantieies of hay, oats and
other forage in Canada this fall. The
purchases will be for the purposes of
the various British expeditionary
forces in France, the Dardanelles and
elsewhere, and are expected to be very
considerable in amount. It is under-
stood that a representative of the War
Office will be sent to Canada to confer
with members of the Government as to
these purchases, In the past they
have been effected through the med-
ium of Government officials anqd later,
it is understood, through the Canadian
Pacific Railway system. It is prob-
able that the quantities to be pur-
chased this fall will be on a much
larger scale, consequent, no doubt, on
the increase in the strength of the
British forces in France and else-
where, and that the War Office’s re-
presentative will be an expert buyer,
whe will arrange for the best meéans
of secufing the required supplies.
There should be no  trouble about
Canada’s furnishing them, this vear's
oat crop being estimated at 488,000,000
bushels.

LONDON, Sept. 16.—The Toreign
Secretary, Sir Edward Grey, explained
in the House of Commons to-day that
the Government was not interfering
with the shipment from Germany of
goods contracted and paid for by neu-
trals prior to March 1. To hamper
shipmentg, he said, would injure only
neutrals.

Sir Edward . said also that Great
Britain was permitting free passage
of drugs and certain chemicals pro-
duced only in Germany, for which
neutrals had an imperative need.

The Foreign Secretary made this
statement in reply to a question why
the Government was permitting Ger-
many to.export certain goods to Am-
erica. .

AGAIN ADVISING AMERICANS TO
MEXICAN DANGER ZONE.

WASHINGTON, Sept. 16. — The
State Department’s advice to Ameri-
cans to leave danger zones in Mexico
wds being circulated to-day, through
the northern part of the republic and
United States consuls were under in-
structions to quit their posts whenever
conditions became threatening. The
advance of (arranza troops into the
northern states, making fighting im-
minent, and reports of lawlessness
along the frontier were responsible for
the measures,
