Feels Partition
Of India Was
Great Tragedy

BY DOUGLAS HOW
OTTAWA, Aug. 23 — (CP) —
Indian fiiendship for the British
Commonwealth is “perfectly stagg-
ering.” Earl Mountbatten of Burma
said today.

In a luncheon address to Ottawa's
Canadian Club, the man who was
Viceroy in the months that pro-
duced partition sald “the feeling
of friendship all over India for the
British is something one can hardly
believe. .. It is one of the most en-
couraging things I know.”

He declined to predict the future
courses of India and Parkistan
beyond saying that “they are going
to be friends of the British Com-
monwealth.” p

The Earl and Countess Mount-
batten are here on a four-day
visit with the Governor-General
and Lady Alexander. The Countess.
Dame Grand Cross of the Order of
St. John, visited Ottawa Head-
quarters of the St. John Ambul-
ance Association this rmorning. At
Government House, Prime Minister
MaoKenzie King called to pay his
respects. This evening Lord and
Lady Alexander entertained at a
reception.

“A Great Tragedy”

The Earl, a cousin of the Xing,
sald in his speech he had reluct-
antly accepted pattition in the
face 6f Moslem refusal to come
under a Hindu-dominated govern-
ment. He still felt it was “a great
tragedy.”

Since partitlon, the government
had survived “the most appalling
difficulties.” Eight million persons
had fled the Punjab in fear of
riots. Delhi had come to a state of
siege, But India's gove:nment form-
ed an emergency ccmmittee, “rose
above” the situation and survived
The Earl felt it now 'would survive
anything.

Turning to personalitles, he de-
scribed Gandhi's loss as “immense
...to the Indians he’ was com-
pa:able to only two other men.
Mohammed and Christ, but his
death pulled them all up sharp at
a time when there was a real
danger that violence would engulf
the land.”

Pandit  Nehru, now  Prime
Minister of India, was “one of the
great statesmen of all time.. A very,
very great man."”

Expect Further
Discussions With
Soviet Leaders

MOSCOW, Aug. 24 — (Tuesday)
(CP) — Walter Bedell &
United States  Ambassador t
Russia, sald ea:ly today {following
a five-hour session in the Krem-
lin that he expects ‘“more meec-
ings”” between the Western envoys
and Prime Minister Stalin and
Foreign Minister V. M. Molotov.

The envoys of Britain, France
and the United States left the
Kremlin, where they had discusseil
the Berlin situation with Stalin
and Molotov, and went to the
United States Embassy at 1:40 am.

Smith, asked by correspondents
whether he was optimistic as to
the outcome of the talks. replied:

“We're always optimistic. We ex-
pect the best and prepare for the
worst.”

This comment from Smith ‘who,
during the series of talks which
began July 31, previcusly said only
“no comment,” seemed to indicate
definitely that the talk last night
with Stalin had given the four-
power conference new life and
that, contrary to expectations, it
will continue.

It had been expected bhefore last
night's meeting that this would be
the last conference.

Smith said the conference, which
lasted from about 9 pm. until
1:40 a.m., was inter:upted only for
“tea and cakes.”

When Smith emerged from his
car at the United States Embassy
he smiled — a characteristic smnile
that correspondents have interp:ected
to mean that the going was hard
but that some measure of success
was attained.

The three Ambassadors, B:itish
Envoy Frank Roberts, French
Ambassador Yves (',lmtaign'eau and
Smnith, who went from the Krem-
linn to the Embassy in separate
cars, mounted the Embassy stalrs
to Smith's third-floor office. In
the seven talks with Stalin and
Molotov, or Molotov alone, that
have been held since July 31. many
three-power post-Kremlin  discass-
ions have been held in the study.

Despite thelr apparent satisfact-
fon, it was evident the envoys were
tired as they began their meeting
in the Eimbassy. It was likely they
would be closeted for some time.

The present serles of Moscow
talks opened Tuly 31 after an ex-
change of notes between the four
powers and a series of dellcate
diplomatic approaches,
