BOSTON, April 30 — (CP) —
Flying cargo Wwhich will pick
up fish at the f grounds and

to inland markets is a pro-
posal that will be enacted in the
not too distant future, Ralph H.
Osborne, director of the Massach-
usetts division of marine fisheries,
sald today. This would allow the
big trawlers to remain at sea for a
longer ?eriod of time.

The first step in the use of air-
oraft carying fresh fish to inland
areas will take place here tomorrow
when fresh sea foods will be placed
aboard a Trans-Western Airlines
plane leaving Boston for the west
coast by way of Albany, Pittsburgh,
Ohicago, and Kansas City.
The {first day’s schedule of flights
on the new air route will carry
token cargoes of fish.

In the post-war em it is expected
that big cargo stratoliners will in-
sure a supply of fresh fish for the
entire midwestern area of
United States. Mr,
the use of aviation to carry fish
direct from fishing grounds to in-
land markets is a natural outgrowth
of this initial use of planes.

Mr. Osborn looks for a substan-
tlal Increase In the Massachusetts
fish industry through use of air
express.

“Last year there was landed at
our ports more than 500,000,000 lbs.
of sea foods for which the pro-
ducer received over $30,000,000,” Mr.
Osborn declared. This was done
with a reduced fleet of boats, due
to the number taken over by the
government. They are now return-
ing and ‘production is increasing so
that Massachusetts may produce
700,000,000 pounds of sea food this
year
