Heavy Rains Re:ard
!'Crops In Maritimes

(C.P. By Guardian's Special Wire)

MONTREAL, July 2—Excessive
| Taits and overcast skies generally
I'have retarded crops in the Mari-
time Previnces, the Bank of Mon-
treal’s telegraphic crop report said
today.

Continued dry weather had caus-
cd serous damage to crops over
wide areas in Saskatchewan and
parts of Aberta, the report said.
Moisture in these areas has not
been sufficient to promote satis-
factory growth and heavy rains are
needed immediately to check fur-
ther deterioration.

In British Columbia a spell. of
warmer weather has followed heavy
rains, and the prospect of satisfac-
| tory yields is more promising for
. all crops except strawberries, cher-
ries and the early cut of alfalfa.
The stand of wheat in Manitoba is
heavy and even, the report contin-
ued, with crops continuing to make
good  progress - under favorable
growing conditions.

The report stated crop prospects
are promising in  Quebec while
heavy rains have delayed cultiva-
tion of field crops in Ontario.
