HARMFUL?"— A very entertain-
ing and instructive debate om this
question took place at St. James'
Literary Society last evening, Mr.
David Stewart, president, was in
the chair, and there was a good at-
tendance. = Mr. W. H. Burns, who
was unavoidably absent but whose
Paper was read by Mr. Ian Burnett
led off for the affirmative. His
argument was a very able one, and
showed he had given the question
much thought and study. He con-
demned attendance at moving pic-
tures on two grounds: (1) Becausc
moving pictures were neither truly
artistic nor morally instructive;
and (2) because the ideals and
principles they set forth were not
Britishi conceptions of what life
was or should be. He argued that
not until films were handled by
British producers could we hope
to have .moving pictures thai
would warrant our patronage, that
at present the Hollywood idea of
what the filming of story meant
was the featuring of the sensation-
al, the sensual, the ridiculous at
the expense of the “soul” of the
story, He urged his hearers to
do all in their power to encourage
British productions. = For the ne-
gative side Mr. Roderick Munn
submitted & splendid case which
he delivered without recourse to
his notes, and made a fine impres-
sion on the audience.
