| sale price to the invesiors. If there
is no sale before the end of the con-
tract period or if the muskrat crop
fails by reason of drowning in
sp‘ring'ﬂoods or otherwise, the inves-
tor at the end of the coniract term
has no further claim. The object of
the government is to have these
companies convert their contracts
into share certificates.
