The fact that Mackenzie
King in June will pass even the
long record im office of Sir John
A. Macdcnald serves to remind
Canadians that their prime minist-
er is no longer young. Buu ~it
should also remind them »f the
fact that being prime minister of
Canada seems to prolong the life
rather than to abridge it. Caaad-
fan prime ministers have a  cus-
tom of dying full of years,

The record shows that Canada
has had eleven prime ministers
since Confederation. It {is true
that some held office only for brief
eriods. Yet all were men who had
lgeen subjected through many
years to the strais of public iife.
It appears that, with only a ."1gle
exception, all Canadian pr 1e
ministers have died over the age
of seventy. The single exception
{8 Sir John Thompson, who, 3t
the age of 50, dropped dead in
Windsor Castle a few minutes af-
ter having been made a Privy
Councillor.

The comparatively early end of
Sir John Thompson seems to em-
s ore-
For of
the other seven prime min‘sters
who are now dead, four died in
their seventies, one in his »igh.ies,
and two in their nimeties, Two
former prime ministers are living
—both in their seventies.

Even eminent medical au‘hocit-
fes, who have shaken dubious
heads over the life expectancy of
prime ministers, have themselves
lived to be surprised, if. not ahash-
ed. Sir William Osler once pro-
nounced Sir William Tupper to be
a very sick man. Some wwenty
years later, while attending a cere-
mcay at the Cathedral at Ant-
werp. somreone tapped him on the
shoulder. On turning around, he
saw Sir Charles, who smiled sweet-
ly and said“Not dead yet!” That
was in 1901, when Sir Charles was
80. He lived to die in 1915, when
in his 95th year. ’

In the record of Canadian srime
ministers is placed beside that of
the presidents of the United States
the comparision is definiteiy fav-
orable to Canada. Since the Civil
War (a perfod approximately rqual
to that of the Dominion of “an-
ada) the average age of the presi-
dents has been only 62.4 years.

There is contrast in another par-
thcular. For three presidents .ave
lost their lives through assassinat-
ion, whereas no Canadian prime
minister has i3)!&31: had the opportun-
ity to fall a blessed martyr.

There must be some explanation
for the longevity of those who
head Canada”s governmental sys-
tem Perhaps it s the pure air an
Parliament Hill. Or perhaps it ‘is
the essemtial tranquility of the
Canadian pclitical scene.
