White Fox Life
0f North Ports
Trade Variable

BY R. K. CARNEGIE

POND INLET, Baffin Island,
Oct. 21 —(CP)—As the wheat to
the prairies so is the white fox to
“vast areas of the northern ter-
ritory—the one big source of rev-
enue.

And there’s competition in the
white fox fur trade. This year
Pond maintained a precarious hold
on the honor of being the greatest
shipper of white fox furs in the
Eastern Arctic despite the business
lost to new posts in other districts.

Some 400 pelts (last winter's
catch) were loaded on R. M. 8
Nascopie when the ship stopped
here in September. The trade in
white fox brings an exceedingly
fluctuating revenue for producticn
goes in cycles. After reaching the
bottom of jthe cycle in the winter
1935-6 the catch over the Eastern
Arctic last winter was about 25 per
cent greater.

Cbservation over a
shows the production steadily
climbs for about five years then
slumps for one or two years before .
it starts upward again. The slump
is extreme, a lean year producing
often not more than 10 per cent |
of a big year.
