_a man without marriage is not wrong; that it is the
most beautiful thing in the world, provided a deep

and understanding love goes hand-in-hand with

those who defy convention. He also says that

should children come of this love they would be
his children lawfully by the law of love and that he

would be proud of them and to their mother he

would be as true as steel.

My dear child, there is nothing new about this man’s arguments.
They are the old ones that every seducer has used since the beginning

Turn the cold light of reason and of human experience upon his
sophistries and see how little truth there is in them. In the first place,
ask yourself why, if a man really loves you and really means fo be true
and faithful to you, he objects to marrying you?

granulated sugar, one-quarter tea-
spoon vanilla. Add the salt to egg-
whites, and beat very stiff with a
wire egg-whisk. Beat in one table-
spoon of the sugar very thoroughly,
then a second and a third table-
spoon, and continue beating until
the mixture can be cut cléan with a

maining sugar, Drop in the vanilla.
Drop by tablespoons on to a damp
paper or shape with a pastry tube.
Dust with sugar, and bake in a very
slow oven until dried, increasing the
heat at the last to produce « deli-
cate brown color. It usually reguires
one hour to bake them. When thor-
oughly baked remove the centres
and return the shells to the oven to
further dry them.
