Your Tennis Game

Good Player Two-Steps to Ball
If you're tired of that lefthanded

tennis compliment, “Nice try!"—
learn better footwork.

Footworks’ often neglected in
tennis, but it's as important to the
game as it is to boxing. To play
good tennis you must always be
ready to move in any direction and
must always be in a proper posi-
tion to hit, That isn't as hard as
it sounds.

Instead of turning or darting in
the direction of the oncoming ball
and so getting out of position, learn
to “two-step” toward it

Suppose the ball is coming to
your forehand. Slide in its direc-
tion, always facing the net, with
the left foot forward and the right
dragging, as our diagram shows.
When the ball comes you easily
turn sidewise, stepping with left
foot still forward, and swing your
racket.

If the ball comes to your back-
hand, reverse the process, stepping
forward on the right foot.
