EDITORIL NOTES.

One E. S. Grogan, who claims to be the
first white man who has travelled through

3

Africa from the Cape to Cairo,has related
some remarkable stories to the London
papers. In partthese relate to features of
the country and of the native population
not before described. He pictures miles of
liquid fire lowing from many \ok«mocs,
in which vast herds of elephants and
and tells of

tribes of cannibals more ferocious than

other animals are submerged,

ever known before. Their huge cauldrons,
he says, were filled with human flesh and
bones, and the chief employment of the
tribe is to keep the pot going. As to the
Congo Free State he tells shocking stories
of the Belgian froopsraiding the native
villages, carrying off the young women,
shooting the men and desolating whole
regions with fire. This isnot the first time
that unpleasant accounts have been given
of the conduct of the Belgian troops to-
ward the natives, but there seems to he
some reason to suspect that Mr. Grogan
may be somewhat given to exaggeration.

The accounts of Lerd Roberts’ triumphal
entry into Bloemfontein are somewhat
surprising, so far as the joyous welceme
accorded him are concerned. Doubtless
many of the people were glad to escape a
siege -and bombardment; and feel that}
now a strong British force is in posses-
sion, the war, so far as they are immedi-
ately concerned is over. We may remem-
ber also that a considerable portion of the
burghers ‘were all the time opposed to
the Free State taking up arms with the
Transvaal. Lord Roberts will probably
take immediate measures to dispossess
and capture if possible the Boer forces in
the southern part of the Free State
between Bloemfo(htein and the Orange
River, opening up the railway communica-
tion to the south. Until this is effected
his transport service will be hampered by
the necessity. of a long haul by teams
across country for his supplies. ~The
position of the Boer forces on the Orange
River must now be critical as they are
practically surrounded north, south and
west by British troops, with Basuto Land,
its mountains: and:an unfriendly - po pu]a-
tion on the east.
