The text of the telegram
lows:

“Please advise potato exporters
that a special export permit has
been issued in faveur of the D-p-
uty Miniter of National Revenue
under which shipments of seed
and table potatces may be made
by Canadian exporters to all coun-
tries except the United States of
America and thcse countries in
the European and Mediterranean
areas listed In Export Perm't Am-
endment No. 14,

“Shippers  will endorre the
B 15 B export entry form with the
Special Export Permit, No. S P L
1449, and no other permit will be
necessary.

“The special arrangements al-
ready made for the export of seed
potatces from Prince Edward Is-
land and New Brunswick to the
United States of America will
continue, but otherwise, f-r those
countries excluded from the gen-
eral permit, applications for ex-
port permits should be addressed
to Export Permit Branch, No. 1
Building, Ottawa.”

The caissons were then filled and
topped aith concrete knitting the
whole into a solid and immovable
mass.

The steel springs in the fender
system are the only ones of their
kind in this country and it cx-
emplifies the amount of research
work that went into the design of
the pier. These giant springs are
made of three inch  special steel
alloy and can withstand 200 tons
of pressure each.

BERLIN, Dec. 3—(AP)—Fighting
mad Social Democrats in West Ber-
lin tonight threw Communist in-
vaders out of their election cam-
paign rally and served defiant no-
tice that they are ‘“too tough” to
bend under Communist dictator-
ship.

The Communist hecklers, follow-
ing a week-long pattern, tried to
break up one of the final rallies
of the powerful Social Democratic
party and bumped into hard and
willing fists.

Social Democratic party guards
bounced a half dozen of the heck-
lers around. Then party doctors,
walting at a specially-erected first
ald station, dressed the victims'
cuts and bruises.

Use of guards by various parties
to protect their meetings drom
street fighters dates back to pre-
1933 days when Nazi and Commun-
ist strong-arm gangs fought in Ber-
lin streets.

After order was restored tonight,
Ernest Reuter, who is expected to
he made mayor after next Sunday’s
election cried:

A United States congressional
committee said tonight that it has
cbtained from Whittaker Chamb-
ers, admitted former Russian agent,
microfilmed coples of documents
which provide “conclusive proof”
that information significant to
national security were “fed out of
the State Department.”

Representative Karl Mundt (Rep.
S.D., said In a statement that
the documents were given to

Chambers by “ a member of the
Communist underground;” , this
member was not identitied.

Mundt, a member of the House
of  Representatives un-American
activities committee, stated:

“On the basis of evidence now
before the committee, it appears
that conclusive proof has been
established that secret documents
of direct significance to our nat-
ional security were fed out of the
State Department by a member
of ‘the Communist undergrourd
to Whittaker Chambers, who at
that time was operating as one
of the Washington contacts for
{he Communist underground oper-
ating in America.”

Robert E. Stripling, chief in-
vestigator for the committee, told

reporters that  Chambers was
subpoenaed Thursday to produce
the documents.

Then. according to Stripling's
account:

Chambers took two committee
agents to his farm near West-
minster, Md. He led them to a
spot. back of the farmhouse and

showed them a pumpkin, hollowed
out, jack-o'-lantern fashion, but
minus a face.

Chambers lifted the top off the
pumpkin and fished out the micro-
films. Stripling said.

Chambers, a self-described form-
Communist now is a senior editor
on Time magazine.

Loans By Banks &
Credit Unions Up

OTTAWA, Dec. 3 (CP)
The public is borrowing more
money from banks and credit un-
jons than before the war but pro-
portionately is paying cash for
slightly more of {ts purchases.

A three-day probe of consumer
credit carried out by the Prices
Commission showed, however, that
the public's ratio of credit to cash
buying is getting back to the pre-
war level. Charge and installment
buying slumped in relation to cash
purchases during the war.

The Commission completed its
study of consumer credit Thurs-
day with the appearance of two
bank officers, Neil J. McKinnon,
senfor assistant general manager
of the Bank of Oommerce, and
John Haskell, deputy general
manager of the Bank of Montreal.

Both said their banks felt it
might net be in the public inter-
est to encourage any further ex-
pansion of ‘“consumer finance.”
The Bank of Commerce had halv-
ed the advertising appropriation
for its perscnal loans <department
this year as a result and the Bank
of Montreal had discontinued ad-
vertising that particular service.

Mr. McKinnon said, however,
that the bank's personal loans had
continued to rise this year and
that the average amount of loans
had increased much more than the
number of items. He agreed with
H.C. Bois, acting chairman of the
commission, that rising prices
were the cause.

Information provided by the
Finance Departmeant from the re-
turns made by chartered banks
and placed befcre the commission
showed that personal loans hy
banks have risen from a total of
$83,338,000 outstanding on Oct. 31,
