aw wmiles. Great care is taken to have
the tube firmly laid, so that it cannot be

disturbed or thrown out of line
in any  way. A very scall
obstacle would stop -the tiny car

which holds the mail matter to be con-

veyed, as the motive power is only the
force of compressed air at one end and of
suction at the other. DBearing these few
facts in mind it will be seen that the lay-
ing down of a workable pneumatic tube is
also a very difficult thing to do.

A tube of this sort canuot be laid as ‘a
telegraph cable is put down, by being paid
out from the stern of a vesséel as she
steams across from shore to shore. It
cannot be drawn across the straits from
one end or pushed across from the other.
