The expends
ture for fuel was the next largest single item, It took 11.2 cents
out of every dollar.

Operating revenues for the system in 1947 were $438,197,080 an
operating expenses $397,122,607, leaving an operating net ol
$41,075,373. After the pa) of taxes, equipment rents, other
income accounts and $23,821,909 in interest on bonds held by the

ublic, the C.N.R, had $‘,117,240 left to apply against govermment

terest amounting to $20,002,434, Thus the deficit for the year was
$16,886,194, all of it on charges due the government.

These figures are taken from the annual report, recently tabled
in the House of Commons. Other figures show that, due to higher
wage rates and higher prices for matexials, operating expenses in
1947 were $114,482,000 greater than in 1939, . ‘
