THE GOVERNMENT'S POSITION
The tone of this letter is worth
noting. Having asked me in his first
letter what the intention of the Gov-
ernment was, the writer volunteers in
his 'lagt the 'state-
ment “The Trustees
‘aware ‘that they ‘are’not in any ‘way
‘answerable ' £6" theé' doveient for
anything which they have in mind to
do, ete.” :

This statement was'utterly uncalled
for and had no meaning unless to
sourid a note of defiance.

The “furthct * * ‘statement- that the
trustees “had “given - the"Government
an ample opportunity to settle with
them'’ is untrue and could only have
been made as a coverfor the attack
which thcy;’ﬁh?ql Qvf(ﬂé{)tw pre-deter-
mined. It reminds one of the ancient
fable opening with, “How dare 1
disturb the water which I am d:rin
ing.” ‘

It was impossible for -the Govern-
ment to give effect>to any agrecment
it might make without legislative
sanction.

The claimant, howevcr,, after a de-
lay of over forty " ¥i f could not
wait until the next meeting of the
Legislature, but rushed into court
with no fewer than & suitd. Two of
