Oyster Leasing Policy

“The other topic is that other
vexed question of the oyster leas-
ing policy. In the course of a good
deal of correspondence on the sub-
ject I received some months ago a
recommendation in the form of a
letter frem the Fishermen's Union,
Station No. 8, recommending that
certain action should be taken by
the Government in line with the
following suggestions:

“(1) To have the legality of the
public’s rights of fish in the
tidal waters investigated.

“(2) To have the Dominion De-
partment of Fisheries respect the
public’s right of fishing in the
tidal waters of the Province.

“(3) To insist on the Dominion
Government giving the fisheries of
the Province the protection they
merit for the benefit of public
fishing.

“(4) To press the Dominion to
make amends to the fishermen of
the Province for the destruction
that has been permitted to be done
their fishing industry since 1873.

“(5) To have a halt put to the
fraudulent expenditure . of public
moneys in respect to this oyster
leasing policy and the way it 1s
conducted.”

“I may say that this Govern-
ment did not feel that it had any
jurisdiction to deal with this ques-
tion apart from any action which
might be taken by the islature.
I therefore undertook that the
whole matter would be submitted
and left open to the Legislature to
deal with as it finds expedient. I
would therefore move, seconded by
Mr. McIntyre, that these commun-
ications be recelved and lie on the
table, so that members of the
Legislature may be in a position to
take such action as they see fit.”

The House then resumed com-
mittee reading, with Mr. Cox in
the chair, on a bill to amend the
Montague Incorporation Act. Pro-

gress was repo!

On motion of Mr. Acorn the
House went into committee with
Mr. Baker in the chair on an Act
to amend the Souris Incorporation
Act. After lengthy discussion, the
bill was finally reported agreed to
with amendment.

In order to effect minor changes
in the Personal Propertg and Com-
panies Taxation Act, the bill ‘was
moved back into committee and
the amended bill reported agreed
to.

Seed Grain Act

©On motion of Premier Campbell,
the House went into committee
with Mr. Foley in the chair, on an
Act respecting securities for seed
grain advances.

The preamble states that “the
farming season of the year 1887
consisted of a protracted spring of
rains and cold weather, followed
b{u continued heat and drought
during the summer months, re=-
sulting in a serious shortage of
seed grain in many sections of the
Province”’;

And that “it is a matter of pro-
vincial concern to prevent the
areas affected from being barren
during the season of 1938 owing to
the g'xcessive shortage of seed

n.
