In this connection a thorough
survey has been made of the road
from Charlottetown to Borden via
Bonshaw. Included in this work
is the complete survey of the pro-
posed site of the Brighton Bridge.
In regard to this Bridge the
Department has sought the best
expert bridge building advice to
be had in' Canada. Experts from
the best known bridge building
companies and from the bridge
building departments of other
Provinces have been brought here
to make a study of and report on
the type of bridge best suited for
this location. The Department
now has plans, specifications and
estimates of suitable types of
bridges, and is in a position to
supply the Government with costs
and other technical data as re-
quired.
