A ‘““Quiet Night”
On The West
Front Described

(By Taylor Henry, Associated

PARIS, Sept. 27—Fortunately

the handful of French troops hold-
ing the little farm which its de-
vout German Catholic owners
named Saint Paul in honor of the
apostle do not read Paris com-
muniques issued by the French
general staff. .

It was a a oalm

In war men fight and die on “a
calm night.”

For the general staff in Paris
“a calm night” meant that looking
at the long western front from
Luxembourgh to the Swiss border
there was no major activity there,
no operations in force.

For the simple poilu in the ad-
vance positfons on German terri-
tory it meant artillery bombard-
ment, alarms as German patros
sneaked up with machine guns in
attempts to retake indivdiual farm
buildings and hastily duilt cross-
road dugouts held by sections of
10 or 15 men.

For the Frenchmen who captur-
ed Saint Paul farm three days ago
it meant even more than that. For
after all-night attacks by ralding
parties on the farm a German bat-
talion launched a dawn drive, send-
ing waves of troops against the
machine gun nests which form
what a divisional commander would
refer to as an ‘“organized advance
position.”
