WINNIPEG, July 8—(CP)—Hon,
R. B, Hanson, Conservative leader
in the House of Commons, in an
interview here today urged the
Dominion Government to put into
effect national services which will
‘mean overseas service as well as
defence of Canada.”

Mr. Hanson said the Conserva-
tives “do not ask for a National
Government but we think it is the
duty of the King Government to
put into effect natlonal service.”

‘If you removed 100 men from the
centre of French politics all that
would be removed,” Saurat assert-
ed. “When De Gaulle and the E~g-
lish go in, that will happen auto-
matically—the men will remove
themselves and De Gaulle will have
the full support of the nation.'

Describing the situation in France
as “absurd,” the speaker said the
“absurdity is that the leaders are
without a following.”
