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DOUKHOBOR WOMEN,

The National Council of Women
are giving attention to the fewinine
portion of the Doukhobor colony
which settled recently in Canada. 4
letter from the Secretary of the Na-
tional Council just received by a
friend in this citygives an inkling of
the mode in which it is proposed to
assist and also throws some light upon
the social statue of these immigrants.
The Secretary writes:

+<At present we are busy getiiag the
loan of money to assist the Doukhobor
women by sending them materials to
do their beautiful embroidery, drawn
work, &e which we will afterward try
te sell for them. There are about five
thousand of these women, and only
sbout fitteen huandred able-bodied men
to work for them, and so roany of them
are widows, or grass widows, whose
husbands have been beaten {0 death by
the Russians or are still in captivity.”
The above extract was not in-

enable u. better to understand and
sympathxae with the conditions of
life in the Doukhobor colony, con-
cerning whom such conflicting ac-
counts have been given to the read-
ing community. It has been said
that the Doukhobor men are lazy and
that the women are in' consequence
forced to do work for which they aie
utterly unfitted and have even been
doing the work of horses in dragging
the plough,  This sort of thing,
though common enough in sections of
the European continent, is quite re-
velting to Canadian ideas. It is
quite probable, however, that the
rougher tasks undertaken by the

arises, not from the lazimess of the
men but from the exigencies of life in
a new settlement where the adult
women are three times as mumerous
as the wen.

The most rehnble accoumts show

ars industrious, cleanly, honest and
devout. They have suffered intoler-
able oppressions, to e-cape from which
they have crossed thousands of miles
of ocean and other thousands of
miles of land. They will at once
find in Canada the boon of civil and
religious liberty, and yec there is
much in their cendition which must
appeal to eur hamanity, They
are in a land of strangers,
whose language they cannot'speak and
whose ways are unfamiliar to them.
The small proportion of able-bodied
men gives an impression of the com-
parative helplessness of the commun-
ity. “So many of the women are
widows,”’ too, and from such a cause !
Husbands beaten to death by the
Russians or he'd in captivity in the
land of the oppressor.

We regard it as a most worthy
charity to assist these Doukhobor
women in their new homes in the
Northwest. That they are Christians
who have suffered much for their
faith, we know. That they do beau-
tiful work in'embroidery shows that
they are not wanting in taste which
will develop under freedom and im-
proved conditions. To provide them
with employment of a partly remune-
rative sort for the long winter and in
a line with their tasles seems the
very best thing to do. It will also
show the sympathy of their Canadian
sisters, and make the lov of these
Christisn exiles more cheerful and
hcpeful.  In doing this the Women's
Council isengaged in a most praise-
worthy work.
