PREFAB BARGES AID
NORTHERN TRANSPORT

THE PAS, Man, June 3 —
Shallow-draft, 70-foot
plywood barges, first developed for
use in the invasion of the Pacific
jslands and Europe have found a
place in the development of the
north,

Construction of a boat on isol-
ated northern lakes ‘always has
been a costly proposition. The
barges, however, are prefabricat-
ed and sections can be freighted
across ice in winter with the
craft, capable of carrying 388
tons of fre.ght, assembled where
they are to be used.
