In a thirty-page decision expected to set a
chancery court  precedent,  Advisory Master
Dugal IHerr, New York, has ruled that a court
may not order.a blood test to determine paternity
of a child, on the ground it would be an in-
vasion of personal privacy, The advisory mas-
ter’s opinion voids the effectiveness of a blood
test law enacted in New  Jersey in July, 1930,
although it did not declare the act unconstitu-
tional.  The opinion was given as a result of an
application by Victor Bednarik of Westfield,
an emplayee of the Prudential Tusurance Cam-
pany, who wanted to submit to a test and also
have the court arder a similar test for a 2-year-
old girl born to his wife, Mrs. Nancy Bednarik
of Plainfield. The latter, who is seeking a
divarce from Bednarik on multiple grounds, op-
posed the application. My, ITerr said to require
a person to submit to a blood test against his
will would be “an assault and battery” and *if
we admit such an encroachment upon the per-

Boer farmers in Johannesberg report that
some of the storks arriving there in their an-
nual 7,000-mile migration from the Netherlands
are carrying written messages on the condition
of the Netherlanders under Nazi rule.

Nicholson urged women to keep their health
and their sense of humor, not to be dismayed hy
the fall or unduly elated by the rise of events,
“We have to keep latent the courage to rise and
deal the knockout blow,” he said.

Fear, doubt, inertia and complacency were the
enemies of morale, he said, and weapons that
were bheing used as effectively as arms in this
war by Germany.

EDUCATION WEEK

Sir:— Throughout Canada the
week from November 10-16 has been
set aside as Education Week. For
several years we have had an Ed-
ucation Week for the.purpose of
stimulating a greater interest in Ed-
ucation.

For
that reason the committee organ-
izing the program for a National
Education Week has chosen as its
theme, “Education for Democracy
in War and in Peace.” With tnis
theme in mind the committee chose
as one of its sub-topics, “The Three-
fold Parinership—the Home, the
Church, the School. These are pro-
bably the “Big Three” in the b.ild-
Ing of citizenship,
~ Another sub-topic was “Inculcat-
ing National Loyalties.” In the pres-
ent time of stress everybody will
recognize that this phase of our
National Education is very import-
ant. We have asked the provincial
branch of the Canadian Legion to
L.’\};e charge of this broadcast. “De-
veloping Human Resources” is one
of the main functions of Educa-
tion and it is generally conceded
that the school should help the
child develop himself.

News, a very real fear persists in
many minds in Newfoundland that
means are being sought to what is
termed “railroad” that country into
the Canadian confederation. 1t is
true, as The Montreal Gazette says,
that the question has been raised
in some quarters in Canada, but
discussion has been entirely “off the
record,” and the alarm which may’

ple are expressing in the Ancient
Colony surely is false and unjusti=
fied, Newfoundland's entry into the
Canadian confederation is not like-
ly to be raised either as a political
or an economic jssue at this time
when the common desire in both
countries is that nothing shall be
allowed to impede their respective
war efforts. Such a big and import-
ant question as Newfoundlaj.ngi's pol-
itical union with this Dominion un-
doubtedly would stir a controversy
to militate against the unity that is
essential to proper fulfilment of the
national purpose in both countries
at this time,

However, as there ls evidently a
positive fear in Newfoundland to-
day that the confederation issue
may be forced, and in a manner
that would be a negation of the
principles of democracy which we
all profess to be Jealously defend-
ing, it might perhaps be the part
of political prudence were the au-
thorities to make assurances doubly
sure that Newfoundland's union
with Canada is not an issue and Is
not likely to become an issue, s0
that Newfoundlanders could at
once become as reasonably certain
as Canadians are that there is no
thought of an authoritative move-
ment to bring the Island willy-nilly
into confederation with the Domin-
ion of Canada.

Before Newfoundland herself can
consider confederation, she will need
to enjoy responsible government
once more, and that may not be
accomplished until after the war
has been won. If the issue is then
raised, it must be by the will of
the people of Newfoundland, and
without pressure from outside. The
St. John's Dally News is quite
reasonable In insisting that “if and
when the time should come for us
to consider confederation as an
alternative to responsible govern-
ment, it will have to be done on
our own initiative and discussed in
an atmosphere of cold reason in
which the people would have op-
portunity to weigh the pres and
cons before making their decision

It is axiomatic that if Newfound-
land should at any time enter into
political union with Canada she
should do so of her own free will
and on terms which would make
her a contented partner. It has
been the traditional policy of the
Canadian Government to refrain
scrupulously from any action or ex-
pression of view  which might,
however erroneously, be regarded
as a form of coercicn; and without
waiting for knowledge of Oitawa’s
official attitude towards the ques-
tion which has arisen with some
acuteness and is being discussed in
an atmosphere of fear at St. John's,
Newfoundlanders enay be assured
that Canadians would frown down
any project designed to link New-
foundland’s political forfunes with
those of Canada without accredited
represantatives of the Island heing
allowed to enter freely into nego-
tiations for her inclusion in the
Canadian confederation, so that,
were such a course decided upen, it
would be under concitions which
would crzate and maintain a good
and sound-understanding between
the two countries

The Folly Of
Neutranuty

(Vancouver rrovince)

Once more the folly of neutrality
where a ruthless aggressor is co.l-
cerned is being driven home. Bri-
tain and Greece are fighting on the
same side now, but joint operation
is handicapped because, during the
long months of waiting, Greece
maintained her neutrality meti-
culously and held no staff talks
wit" the British. As a result, when
the war came to Greece there were
no plans for joint action,

It was the same in the case of
Norway, in the case of Holland, in
the case of Belgium. All these na-
tions played the game with Ger-
many, They might have made ar-
Ta ts for joint def They
might have thrown in their lot
with Great Britain and France in
an anti-Nazi alllance, Good sense
suggested that they should.

However, they preferred to trust
the promises and pledges of Hitler,
though Hitler had told them him-
self that his pledges were no good
and his actions in the successive
Austrian, Czecho-Slovakian  and
Polish crises had established him as
an aggressor to whom the rights of
other peoples meant nothing.

The neutrality of the litte na-
tions of Europe was the principal
factor in their fall, It enabled the
Germans, and later the Italians, to
attack them one by one, trample
them underfoot and ensalve them
And the operation still goes on.

There are not Iy ny neutral na-
tions left in Europe, but such as
there are are marked out for con-
quest, either by arms or duplicity.
And after Europe, unless Britain
succeeds in stopping the march of
the dictators, there are other con-
tinents.
