Hulking, scar-faced Hrnst Kalten-
brunner. head of the dread Nazi

Morton, 34, was captured near
Plomka in Slovakia Dec, 26, 1944,
taken to Bratislava and then to
Mauthausen, 16 mlies east of Lingz,
Austria. He had accompanied &
group of Amerlcans and Britons on
a flying trip into Slovakia to bring
out strarded American fliers,
