West opened ‘the diamond ace and
continued with the ten. &South
ruffed, and on the very sound idea
of keeping Bast off lead, if that was
possible, laid down the club king.
(Obviously, South did not want
Bast to get in and return a trump,
thus taking -out dummy's ruffers.)

West, on winning with the ¢lub
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ace, considered- the advisability of | 1

leading trumps but he finally con-
cluded that his tenace position was
too valuable and that he would try
to put Bast in for a trump return
through the declarer. So he shift-
ed hopefully to a heart, It was

+ South, however, who took this
trick, and now it was easy for
South to ruff all three of his re-
maining clubs in dummy. Event-
ually West got his precious ace
and queen of trumps, but, unfort-
unately for his side, the opponents
had fulfilled their doubled contract
and taken the rubber.

Tt was unpleasant, admittedly,
tor West to lead trumps from his
particular holding, but on the bid-
ding he had heard, that was the
marked line of defense after laying
down the dlamond ace. It was all
too dublous that East could ever
be put in the lead, and the single
club in dummy, with the three
trumps, was the strongest indicat-
jon that declarer, if given the
chance, would ruff several losers.
