PERFECTLY IF THESE
EAPERINIENTS DEVELOP

LONDON, Dec 15—‘“The blind
shall see.”” Theodor Koppanyi, a
student scarcely past 20, is in a
fair way of making the prophecy
come true. This youth, whose
gmooth, almost eﬂem‘inate face is
given an ascetic touch by big eye-
glasses, hps again astonished medi-
cal authorities in Vienna by his
nmew successes in transplanting
eyes from animals to other crea-
tures which have first been made
blind.

In an interview Koppanyi declar-
ed that igreat eve specialists would
at first not believe their own eyesl

when they saw what he had accom-
plished.

Koppanyi first began his experl-
ments with fish, going upwards in
the scale of animals. He then show-
ed a number
planted eyes., Asked concerning ap-
plication of his operation to hu-
mans, Koppanyi sald: -

the blind, But as yet it is only a
hope.”

He lald emphasis on the ‘“hope,”
saying that his experiments had
not vet extended that far.
