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OVERRATED SUCCESS.

We shall evidently have to receive with
many gaios of allowanee the reports re-
ceived of the condlots of armed forces in
the far east. Take for instance the tor-
pedo attack of the night of 8th February
and the general engagement of the fl-ete
and forts on the 9th. This with the affair
at Chemu'po about the same time was
claimed by the Japanese to have sunk,
disabled or put out of action for months
to come in all four of Russia’s nine battle-
ships in eastern waters and ten of her
elghteen cruisers, If these reports ha+
been true nearly or quite one half of the
Russian naval force in the east was par-
alysed or destroyed. In that case Japan's
supremacy in the Yellow Sea and the Sea
of Japan would have been decisively es-
tablished. More recent accounts of an
apparently reliable sort would go to show
that the damiges inflicted upon the Rus-
sian ships at Port Arthur were neither so
great nor so irreparable as was first made
to appear.

Tsarevitch, Retvisan and Pallada would
goon be ready for sea again. So much for
the damage to the Russian ships, which
could not have been =0 serious as was first
