“The saving of the cgreater
part of the British exvedition-
ary force was due in no small
measure to the fortitude and
sacrifice of the defenders of
Calais,” said the announcement.

Three thoysand British trooos and
800 Frenchmen, with “in-rmittent

Deer,rair support” and the assistance of

two destroyers patrolling offshore,
made up the defending force.

Of this force, which was com-
manded by Brig. C. Nicholson, ncw
a prisoner of war in Germany, only
47 returned to Britain. The remain-

They had fought in the spirit of
their last order from London, which
was exvressed in this message sent
Brig.

Refuses to Surrender

Sunday morning Brig. Nicholson

rejected a Nazi demand ths he
surrender, and the bombardment
began again with waves of dive

bombers also attacking. As the Brit-
ish forces had no tanks left, and
the destroyers and air support were
only able at intervals to counter-
bombard and neutralize the Ger=
man batteries, “our defensive posi-
tion fell in ruins and the enemy
used tanks in close fighting from
street to street.”

Maj. Linklater then gave a vivid
description of the remainder of
that tragic day:—

“At 4 o'clock the Germans had
occupied all the.harbor area and
overpowered what was left of the
rifle brigade. At 5 o'clock, the cita-
del, which was mainly held by
French troops, had surrendered and
Nicho'son was a prisoner. At 6 o'-
clock the remnants of the 30th were
surrounded. They had been joined
that afternoon by a company of
Victoria Rifles which had »2een
holdinz Sandgatte and, miraculous-
ly fighting its way out of there, had
now entered the infernc of Calais
Nord. When night fell, they and the
last of the 60th divided into small
parties, hoping to make their way
under cover of darkness through
the enemy’s lines. But there was
no darkness. Too many fires were
burn'ng and the Germans wer: ~v
all sides.

Defence at an end

“Again on Monday morning the
Germans hombarded the town. Our
air reconnaissance could discover
no movement of British trcops bhut
small parties in ruined houses may

have been holding out. The Ger-
mans were cautious, weary and too
tired to mop up effectively, and on
Moenday night a flashlight flashing
frem ‘he outer pier sent a message
to a patrolling ship which entered
the harbor and took off 47 men. A
naval landing party searched Avant
Port, but encountered only the,
challenge of the German sentries.
The defence of Calais had come to
an end.”

The account then concluded:—

“The gallantry and resolution of
action were clearly shown by the
comment of one rescued man: ‘No
one seems to have come back who
can tell about the actual fighting
in tha town {tself’”
