For three days now the fate of

the United States has been tied in
with some 200,000,000 Europeans.

On Wednesday, President Tru-
man signed the North Atlantic
Pact. It says the United States will
do what it thinks 1is needed to
keep the peace in Europe, from Nor-
way to Italy. In return the United
States gets the help of all those
people for the job.

How strong does that make us all

First there are 332,439,000 people

in Belglum, Canada, Denmar¥,
France, Great Britain, Iceland,
Italy, Luxembourg, The Nether-
lards, Norway, Portugal and the

United States.

‘This is more than a head count.
These countries hold the greatest
group of the most skilled workers
the world has ever known. They
have led the way through a cent-
ury to all the refined machimes the
world now enjoys. Through two
world wars these countries have
proven “there is no substitute for
brains.”

What have these people got to
work with, since factories have be-
come as important as guns?

Take steel, the most important
product in a warring world. West-
ern Europe has 40,000,000 toms
capacity a year, and the United
States has 90,000,000. The Sovie's
and their satellites have less than.
Western Europe alone.
