LONDON, Sept. 5.—St. George's,
Hanover square, the church cele-
brated for. well more than a cen-
tury on account of the many
‘“fashionable” marriages, celebrated
there, is changing its rector. The

Ven, F. N, Thicknesse is resigning

both as rector of St, George's and
as archdeacon of Middlesex, and
will be succeeded by his son-in-law,
the Rev. H, C. Montgomery-Camp-
bell, at present rector of Hornsey.
Although St. George's has to
