The government gives a bouus of
one cent a pound for high quality
chee e which is extended to two
cents a pound if the cheese reaches
the top grade. The vote last year
to meet this expenditure as well as
factory improvement was $1,000,000
and for this year it hes been In-
creased to $1,250,000.
