Anpiicattons for entryfimust be made in
person bythe applicant at a Dominion Lavd
Agency or Subagency for the district in
which the land is situate.Entry by proxy ma
owaver, be made at an ageucy on certainy
conditions by the father, mother, son,
daughter, “fbrother or sister of any intending
homesteader.
