“Dear Sir:

“I notice in the press that Mr.
Morley Bell has introduced a Bill
on behalf of the Government to
ubolish the Queens County Judge-
ghip, which the County has held
since Confederation.

“If you remember a few years
ago, Hon. Thane Campbell, then
Attorney-General tried to do the
same thing with the Kings County
Judgeship, and he telechioned me
twice to go into Charlottetown
and speak at a caucus of the
Liberal Members, requesting them
to do away with it. I refused,
stating I was not a Quisling, with
the result that he withdrew the
Bill. Now it is coming up in an-
other form, which means doing
away wlith the resident Judge for
Kings County, who will move to
Charlottetown to reside.

Death Of Anglican
Archhishop Of
Toronto Yesterday

Most Rev. D, T. Owen

TORCNTO, April 9—Most Rev.
Derwyn Trevor Owen, Archbishop
of Toronto and the Church of
England’s primate of all Canada,
died today.

The Archbishop was working at
his desk as usual this morning
when overcome by a heart at-
iack. Rushied to hospital he lived
only a few hours but long enough

that Mrs. Owen ~ould be at his
bedside at the end.
Archbishop Owen, who held

that a common communion rather
than physical union should be the
first step toward union of the
churches, was 70, a silver-faired,
kindly man who lived simply and
cver enjoyed his assoclation with
the little people of his Dgminion-
wide “parish.”

He was revered far beyond’ the

Anglican 'communion and won
not only respect but affection
with his unassuming sincerity

and winning personality.

The primate held his last con-
firmation service Feh, 16 and only
last Sunday celebrated commun-
lon at St. James’ Cathedral tiere.
Last autumn he presided over the
General Synod which welcomed

Opposition efforts to give the
“six months hoist” to a Govern-
ment bill imposing a 5 per cent
Corporation income tax were dg-
feated in the Legislalure yesterday
on a straight party vote of 17-9
and the bill was given third read-
ing and passed on the same div-
iston,

Another standing vote was call-
ed by the Opposition whene the
House was in committee on the
bill to provide retroactive licensing
or registration of certain corpora-
tions and persons. The mposition
of these fees is to cover the per-
jod of suspension of corporation
taxes under the new Dominion-
Provinckal agreement. The bill is
similar to one passed under the
wartime tax agreement and do-
signates a long list of business
enterprises from which fees or
licenses in varying amounts up to
$250 may be collected by the Pro-
vincial Treasurer.

New Tax Clause

To the original clauses, which
provoked considerable Opposition
criticism, Hon. Mr. Hughes movea
yesterday to add, by way of
amendment, authority to levy “‘up-
on all other companies and cor-
porations not herein before speci-
fied which not being incorporatad
under the laws of this Province

and having their head offices or
chief places of husiness located
outside this Province carry on

business in Prince Edward Island,
the sum of twénty dollars.”
