Q—Thz Charlottetown Fire De-
partment have certain dut'es allot-
ted to them?

Q—1Is it usual to leave the city
Iimits in case of fire?

A—If requested to do so.

Q—Who would request it?

A—If the Mayor requests it.

@—You are subject to the ord-
ors of the Mayor and his Council.

A—Outside of the city.

Q—Before leaving the city limits
with the fire equipment?

A—Yes.

Q—How long have you been
Chief of the Fire Department?

A—Since last March.

Q—Almost a year?

A—Almost a year.

Q—And you have been a member
of the Charlottetown Fire Depart-
ment for how long?

A—About twenty years.

Q—During that twenty years you
have gone with the Department
outside of the city limits on quite
a number of occasions?

A—Several occasions,

Q—And so far &s you know be-
fore you were chief of the Depart-
ment instructions had to be obtain-
ed from the Council or from the
M yor?

A—From the Mayor.

Q—You were in Charlottetown on
the night of the fire in Falcon-
wood Hospital?

A—T was. X

Q—Do you know at what tim
the alarm of fire was first recelved
from Falconwood and a request
made for aid?

A—T got thz word at 8.30.

Q--Were you at your home?

A—I was in the Prince Edward
Island Hospital.

Q (Mr. Beer)—Would you mind
telling us what action you took
then? You came to town?

A—Yes, I came to town and got
in touch with the fire station and
told them to ring in the alarm.

Q—Th:t is the Taper system?

A—Yes,

A—VYes, at the firemen's houces.|
Knowing the fire was at Falcon-
wood and as it was reported a bad
fire, I did not t2ke any time to
wait for any authority from the
higher officials. I simply sent out
what apparatus I thought would be
needed.

Q—What was that?

A—T sent the big ladder truck
with the extension ladders and thz |
chemical truck.

Q—With hose?

A—A car load of hose.

Q—How much hose?

A—About 800 feet, standard hose.

Q—What is the diameter of your
hose?

A—About.two and a half inches.

Q@—Do you know the gauge of
the thread?

A—About five threads to
inch. It is not standard thread.

Q—I understand they have been
standardizing the threads through-
out practically the whole continent
and Charlottetown does not follow
the line with that standard. You
sent the large truck and your chem
ical engins immediately to Falcon-
wood. They were fully manned?

A—Yes, fully manned.

Q—You went with them?

A—TI remained for about two or
three minutes to see that every-
thing was in order in case any-
thing happened in the city whllel
we were there, |

Q—You must protect your own
specific charge? }

A—VYes, sir, |

@—Then you proceeded to Fal-
conwood?

A—Yes.

Q—TI think perhaps if you would
go on and tell us your story from
there?

A—When we arrived at Falcon-
wood there would be about two-
thirds of the roof of the west wing
burmed at that time. About two-
thirds of the attic section of the
west wing was in flames going east.
There was no fire visible on the
other.

It must
have been burning for a long: while
before it wa2as discovered, judging
from the time it took to burn the
balance of the roof of that wing.

Q—You found the wharf dry.

A—T found the wharf dry. I went
up and met Dr, Clark and told him
that if he had any organization
among his help in regard to re-
movingthe patients, he better get
busy and get them out.

Q—Why did you tell him that?

A—In my opinion I thought the
whole building was doomed.

Q—Your men during this time
were where?

A—They were in’ through the
building assisting in removing the
patients. They had taken some out
that end of the building, they were
giving what assistance they could:
