Perhaps the one which would
have pleased Howie most—for its
very spontaneity—is the floral
wreath from the “rush end” sup-
porters, faithful fans of the Flying
rrenchmen, who banded together at
the Maroons-Canadiens game last
night and contributed dimes, nickels
and coppers in memory of their
hero.

Howie was a real hero to the
toque-capped Habitants who gath-
ered in the north tiers game after
game since 1923 when the Stratford |
Streak came down to Montreal to |
play the game he loved. Their|
piercing “come on ‘Ow-ee” was still-
ed forever that night of Jan. 28
when Morenz flashed down the ice
for the last time and was carried
off with his broken leg dangling.

Thousand after thousand of
friends passed Howie's bier in an
undertaking chapel last night and
today and many thousands more
will join in the public funeral ser-
vice tomorrow at the Forum. The
body will lie in state over the centre
ice ring from 11 to 2.30 when Rev.
Ma.colm Campbell will conduct the
funeral service. Interment will be
at Mount Royal Cemetery.
