THE REAR DRIVING SYSTEM—
THE SPRING DRIVE,

When power is applied to the
rear axle shafts, not only is there
a force acting to turn the wheels
and propel the car, but there is an
equal reaction set up, tending to
rotate the axle housing in the op®
posite direction, which force must
be resisted in order to keep the
mechanical parts in their relative
positions. . In the same way, when
the brakes.are applied, the move
