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No Housing, No Terminal

Probably never in our history have our in-
terests suffered so greatly as they have in the

Parliamentary session now concluded at Ot-
tawa. e scem to have been able to get no-
where on vital issues—no settlement over pro-
vincial claims, no housing scheme, no car ferry,
no terminal for Borden,  We are represented
by four elected members and four senators, be-
sides haviug numerous friends and supporiers
from other provinees, yet, with the probable ex-
ception of ane senator they seem to carry little

effective weight in the counsels of the Govern-

ment. Indeed, the Hon. Mr. Howe directly
and positively  resents  the advocacy of our
claims in the [Touse, describing it as “vapping”;
and it is readilv understood that such a term
applied to our adyocacy indicates that the

speaker holds us in contempt, It is to him 'more
than anv other member of the (Government we
look

must to have our interests adjusted, yet
we are, and have been  all  along, seemingly
at logger-heads  with  him. We have not
succeeded in getting him to appreciate
our position, our needs, our  rights.
He has been more than apathetic, he

has shown hostility. Whose fault is this? Has
anything been done to win him to our side, or
have we deliberately set out to oppose him?
Qur situation is serious enough, and likely to
become worse unless we get the Government as
a whole, and Mr. Howe in particular, to
change their attitude, Take housing for in-
stance; we are the only province which has
failed to take advantage of Government assist-
ance, and are now left out in the cold, not even
been permitted priority for a scheme' which the
City Council has approved.  This, in large
measure, is due to the differences that have
occurred between the Provincial and Federal
Governments as to whose prerogative it was to
organize and develop a local organization, with
the result we have two, neither of which has ac-
complished anvthing worthwhile so far as hous-
ing is concerned. In days past it used to be
the custom of politicians at election times to
urge the electors to return a government in
line with that in Ottawa. The electors duti-
fully did so provincially at the last three elec-
tions, but today we are, as we have indicated,
worse off than cver before. Not only has the
housing proposals proved a tragic flop, but now
we have reason to believe that the proposal to
provide new terminals at Borden has for the
present, at all events, heen abandoned. The
new car ferry when at long length it does
reach our shores, will be minus the kind of
landing stage necessary for its accommoda-
tion, and will have to connect with terminals
which are fast going to rack and ruin. What
excuse does the Federal Government offer for
such a state of affairs? That no tenders were
received. Is it not only possible but probable
that the specifications submitted were such, that
undertake the work except
on a cost-plus basis? s it is, the prospects
are that the Island workmen now located at
Borden will have to transfer to Tormentine or
lose their jobs, and some million dollars ex-
penditure be lost to the Island.  Is that another

no contractor could

attempt to transfer the headquarters of the ferry
to the New Brunswick side, similar to that dur-
ing the Bell regime, when the proposal was
made that the car ferry should daily begin and

end its operations at Tormentine? This would
have meant, of course, the loss of the popula-
tion at Dorden, for the officials and employees
would have found it more convenient, even
necessary, to have their homes where they slept.
What are we going to do about all this? The
Federal Government does not worry, New
Brunswick does not worry, and up till now
Prince Ldward Islaid has not worried suffici-
ently to bring effective pressure to bear at Ot-
tawa with the result we are left in the lurch.

What -About Markets?

Recently concluded agreements with Brit-
ain have assured markets for several years for
a variety of Canadian farm produce. The
wheat farmer, as well as producers of meat,
eggs, potiltry, dairy produce and several other
commodities have now been relieved of any
uncertainty in connection with marketing.

But what will happen after 1948 or 1950?
That depends largely on the outcome of im-
pending ‘world trade talks. In an article en-
titled “Agriculture’ and World Trade Negotia-
tiéns,”. published in the August, 1946, issue of
the Economic Annalist, Dr. L. Lorinez draws
& picture of the intricacies of post-war trade re-
lations as they affect post-transition farm pro-
duce markets.

other Western European countries. Before the
war, all these nations derived large incomes in
foreign currencies from their investments
abroad, which enabled them to fill the gap be-
tween export earnings and much’ higher ex-
penditures for imports. During the five years
1934-38, the European nations imported goods
valued at 7,525 million gold dollars, whiie mer-
chandise exports totalled only 5800 million
gold dollars. The 1,725 million gold dollar ex-
cess of imports over exports was largely cov-
ered out of investment income. From the 1,
725 million total, the United Kingdom account-
ed for 1,011 million, France for about 300
million, and The Netherlands, Italy, Belgium
and some other countries for the balance.

All these countries have now lost, or are
losing, most of their forcign investments. As a
consequence, they must increase their exports
and decrease imports. The question is, how-
ever, where to find markets for these exports.
Present creditor nations, the United States
and Canada are large, rich countries that need
little in the way of imports. At the sage time
they have also made plans to increase their ex-
ports to an impoverished world, several times
to pre-war levels in some cases. Unless they
can do this, there will be unemployment. The
wheels of industry must turn at full speed to
produce larger individual incomes than before
the war, if heavy debts incurred during the
war and on account of recent social legislation
are not to result in taxes so heavy that living
standards will suffer seriously.

How to find markets for the additional
goods turned out, in a world where every na-
tion wants to export and most nations must
watch what they spend abroad, is the 64 dollar
question that the forthcoming International
Trade Conference will have to answer.

Welwyn Garden City, Britain's great com-
munal experiment in the creation of completely
new towns with homes, industries and amenit-
ies evenly balanced, is holding an exhibition at
which Welwyn's 80 industries are being repre-
sented. The exhibition is appropriatelv named
“Welwyn Garden City Can Make It”, and cov-
ers ~-oducts ranging from steel bridges and
steel framed structures to almost microscopic
springs. The factory zone in Welwyn is situ-
ated to the north-east of the town so that the
prevailing wind carries away from the resiclen-
tial areas the little smoke that is produced. and
forms a salient into the urban mass which en-
ables the most remote worker to reach his fac-
tory in a matter of minutes. The total area
now open for industry is 400 acres. Among
the more novel wartime contraptions which
emanated from the workshops of Welwyn werz
the ‘“walkie-talkie” apparatus; “Mortimer”
which listened electronically for sources of
German mortar fire; the guiding mechanism of
both the “Queen Swan"--a . crewless launch
which helped to beat the German L-Boats, and
ghe “Rascal”’—which flung explosive-filled ma-
chines against the Nazi West Waill.

A Canadian Looks
At Britain

I

Currency control is an important
matter for Fraace, with the franc
sc sadly depreciated in tedms of
the dollar or pound sterling. You
begin to realize why when you
pay four hundred francs, or .our
dollars, for a meal in the train
that consists of hors-d’ozuvre,
made up sclely of chopped vege-

tables, a plate of potatoes and
peas, some extremely watery ice
cream, black bread, and cefee,

which must surly have been made
from acoruis, There was no Mk,
no butter, and no sugar, A bottle
of saccharine water was served for
sweetening.

The sweeping expanse of the
farmlands of nothern France, w.th
herds of cattle, acres of oats and
and wheat, belied the scantiness
of the repast, for it certainly com-
pared unfavourably with the
quantity and quality of what the
restaurants serve in Britain, no
matter how monctonous. And at
four hundred francs! Here. surely,
was the first tokea of inflation.

That evening another Canadian
and myself decided to have din-
ner at a little restaurant in
Montparnasse. It was not a very
attractive-locking spot, and when
we were told that cabbage soup,
boiled vegetables, and a bit of des-
sert with more acorn ccffee would
cost us two dollars each, .hiugs
did not look too good. Then it was
that my friend asked for le patron.

and meationed the name of a
mutual acquaiatance.

With a sweeping bow we were
ushered upstairs. There, for the

first time since leaving Caneda, we
saw luxuries that would ‘ickle
the fancy of the most fastidivus
gourmet—hers-d'oeuvre of .very
variety, onion soup at #ts best,
thick delicious steaks, vegetables
smothered in butter, strawberries
and thick yellow cream, and cof-
fe, real coffee. And wine and
opirits of every sort under the
sun.,

But when the time came te '
the bill, it amounted to somt’,thri)valé
like fifty dollars! For, of cou se,
we had stumbled upon a black
market restaurant, And in Paris,
for those who can afferd the price,
there are scores of such restaur-
ants, Whereas in London, so far as
I am aware, there have been but
one or two instances of black mar-
keteering in food in the restaur-

ants, and punishment has been
swift and sudden.
France's recovery from the oc-

cupation may seem an accomplish-
ed fact in a_black market restaur-
ant; but n Paris itself, and :n the
larger towns, pecple are starving
because the black market has made

uitable distribution of food im-

cssible. England’s austerity s
preferable to that.

On another occasion, a ‘man
stopped us cn a street corner and
asked us whether we had

K any-
thing to sell. We asked saiveiy
enough what it was he wanted.

‘Dollars. Have you any American
dollars, or pounds sterling? T'll
give you plenty for them, he as-
sured us. When we asked him what
he meant by ‘plenty’, he offercd
twoe humdred francs for a dollar, or
eight hundred francs for a _ound
note, When told that we had none
since ¥t was forbidden to take for-
eign currency into France, ne said
he would pay at the same rate for
travellers’ cheques,

In Paris the shops are full of
gocds—luxury goods, that is, for
thode who can afford the price—
t‘hmgs that cannot be had in Lon-
don for love or money. The same
thing is true in Brussels. And the
women of both these Contmental
cities still appear as ever smartly
dressed, although clothing is sup-
posed to be rationed.

Coming Palestine
Conference In London

As announced by the Foreign
Office the 9th of September has
been fixed as the date for the
Palestine Conference in London,
and the United Kingdom Gevern-
ment is already making the neces-
sary arrangements for the accom-
modation of their Arab and Jew-
ish guests.

Invitatichs have been sent to
the seven Arab States, to the Arab
Higher Executive and to the Jew=
ish Agency. In addition, Azzam
Pasha, the Secretary-Genqrﬂl of
the Arab League, is being invited
personally through the Egyptian
Government to attend in the ca-
pacity of counsellor to the Arab
States and out of compliment to
the Arab League.

The invitation to the Arab States
and the latter's acceptance of it
were already known. What is new
in the Foreign Office announce-
ment, apart from the date of the
Conference, is the invitations to
the Arab Higher Executive and the
Jewish Agency.

Again, it had always_ been as-
sumed that the Arab Higher Ex-
ecutive, which represents ail the
Arab parties in Palestine, would
be invited, But it appeared less
certain, in view of recent de-
velopments, who would be invit-
ed to represent the Jews of Pales-
tine. It is now clear that the Jn-
ited Kingdom Government has ce-
ctded to treat with the Jewish
Agency, in spite of the disclosures
implicating prominent members of
the Agency in illegal activities.
The United Kingdom Government'’s
decksicn shows that the compli-
city of the few is not held to in-
criminate the others. Other things
being equal, the Jewish Agency is
the body which would be normal-
ly consulted by the United King-
dom Government, since it was
recognized under the terms of the
Mandate as the appropriate pub-
lic body to advise and co-operate
with the Palestine Administration
in matters concerning the estab-
lishment of a Jewish home.

Neither the Arab Higher Ex-
ecutkve nor the Jewish Agency has
yet announced acceptance of the
jnvitation. Both are raising diffi-
culties, But insofar as their ob-
jections may be due to the idea
that the United Kingdom Govern-
ment wil insist on the federal
scheme being taken as the basls
of discussion, such diffidence is
groundless. It has been made clear
to the Arabs and Jews alike that
the terms of reference of the Con-
ference will not go beyond the
general question of finding a so-
lution aceptable to all parties.
Such a solution, from the United
Kingdom Government’s peint of
view, must be just to both the
Arabs and the Jews, towards both
of whom the United Kingdom
Government has a dual obligation.
It is not disguised that the Un-
ited Kingdom Government’s re-
ference to date is in favor of the
federal scheme, as worked out by
the British and American experts,
and the United Kingdom Govern-
ment intends to lay the scheme
on the table of the Conference and
to consider any counter-proposals
that may be made.

There will be no question of the
Arabs and Jews sitting dowa at
the same table together against
their wish,

But the United Kingdom Gov-
ernment's ears are open to all
valid arguments against this
scheme, As regards the choice of
delegates to the Conference, the
Governments and bodies invited
are free to submit any names for
the approval of the United King-
dom Government. No names have
yet been put forward publicly.
Tae Arab Higher Executive ap-
pears to set great store by the in-
clusion of the Mufti in the in-
vitaticn. The United Kinzdom
Government has not commented
though the British High Commis-
sioner in Palestine has explained
the difficulties in the way of the
Mufti's inclusion to the Arab
leaders. :
