CHURCH UNITY
DISCUSSED BY
C. OF E. PRIMATE

Recent Pronounce-

ment By The Arch-
bishop of Canter-

bury.

(Chyrch Work)

In his address to the Canterbury
Diocesan Conference recently, the
Archbishop of Canterbury said:—

No subject, either now or at any
time, can be of greater importance
to Christian people than the restor-
ation of the visible unity of the
Church of Christ. We may well be
thankful for many of the efforts
towards the fulfilment of this high
purpose which are being made both
in our own country and in other
parts of the world. But in connec-
tion with these efforts, certain ten-
dencies have recently disclosed
themselves which seem to me to call
for «rious consideration. In making
some comments upon them, let it
be understood that I speak as one
who is deeply pledged to the cause
of Christian Unity. I can never
forget that it fell to me to introduce
and commend to the Lambeth Con-
ference of 1920 the Appeal to All
Christian People, which evoked s
widespread response of sympathy
and hope.

The 1920 Appeal

The tendencies which I have in
mind are those which seem to whit-
tle away existing differences in an
endeavour to reach some lowest
common measure of agreement, and
S0 far as the Church of England is
concerned, to empty it of its dis-
tinctive character and witness. Cer-
tainly nothing could be further from
the aim of that Appeal of 1920, Let
me recall its words, often quoted,
vet I fear often forgotten: *The
vision which rises before us is that
of a Church, genuinely Catholic,
loyal to all Truth, and gathering
into its fellowship all ‘who profess
and call themselves . Christians,’
within whose visible unity all the
treasures of faith and order, be-
queathed as a heritage by the past
to the present, shall be possessed in
common, and made serviceable. to
the whole Body of Christ.”

The aim of the Appeal was not
the easy and superficial one of re-
ducing these treasures of faith and
order to some lowest common meas-
ure of agreement. It was an aim
more difficult, yet more profound,
to appreciate the value of these re-
spective treasures and to conserve
them for the good of the whole
United Church.

It is not my purpose, nor is it my
duty, to attempt to describe the
contributions which other Chrisiian
Communions may ‘bring to the com-
mon life of a -United Church. But
I think it necessary at the present
time to insist that- the Church of
England and, indeed, the Anglican
Church throtghout the worf; has
a ' distinctive heritage of faith and
order which it cannot barter away
even for the sake of union, for it is
a trust which it is bound ‘to hold
for iteelf and for the whole Body
of Christ.

A Distinctive Herifdge
)

What is that distinctive heritage?
In anewering this question, I shall
use the words of the Committee of
seventy-four Bishops who present-
ed the Report on the Unity of the
Church to the Lambeth Conference
of 1930. As I shall quote this Re-
port again, let me say that, while
it represents the authority only of
the Committee which presented i,
J am satisfied that it exp the
general conviction of the three
hundred Bishops of the Anglican
Communion who received it. These
are its words: “Our special charac-
ter, and as we believe, our peculiar
contribution to the Universal Church
arises from the fact that owing to
historic ofrcumstances, we have been
enabled to combine in our one fel-
lowship the traditional faith and
order of the Catholic Church, with
that immediacy of approach to God

‘|ber of respected and influential

unity with good men who reverence
Christ as a man, but cannot wor-
ship Him as God, even seem to
compromise its loyalty to a truth
so essential to the whole Gospel
committed to its charge. Yet I can-
not doubt tRat if recent happen-
ings in Liverpool Cathedral had
passed without some authoritative
protest it might have seemed—to
quote the words of the Bishp of
Durham—“that the vital truth of
Christ's Deity was so lightly es-
teemed by the Church of land
that even its explicit denial was not
regarded as a disqualification for
admission to her pulpits.” I there-
fore welcome the Resolution of the
Bishops of the Province of York, to
whom the matter was referred, that
invitations to preachers should not
be extended to any person who does
not hold or who belongs to a de-
nomination which dqoes not hold, the
commonest Christian Faith in Jesus
Christ as Very God of Very God,
who, for us men and for our sal-
vation, came down from heaven
and was made man. I allude to this
matter now because it illustrates
the danger of trying further the
cause of unity by blurring vital dis-
tinctions.

Catholic Order

There are signs of a similar dan-
ger in regard to Order—the other
element in our Catholic heritage.
Her\ the issues may not go so deep,
but they have an importance of
their own. They have come to cen-
tre yound what is called the his-
toric episcopate. Various theories |
have been and are held as to the!
origins of episcopacy. But there is:
no question that by the end of the
second century of the Christian era
it had secured a place in the life
of the Church which even in the
midst of the controversies of the
fourth and fifth centuries remain-
ed unquestioned. Its position his-
torically is analogous to the Canon
of Scripture and the Creeds. - All
alike emerged through a process of
gradual growth into a place of ac-
cepted authority. Let me ‘quote the
words of the Lambeth Committee
of 1930: “If the Episcopate was the
result of a like process of adaption
and growth in the organism of the
Church, that would be no evidence
that it lacked divine authority, but
rather that the life of the Spirit
within the Church had found it to
be the most appropriate organ for
the functions which it discharged.”
These functidhs were of great im-
portance to the life and unity of
the Church—among them the guar-
(dianship of the Faith and the Sac-
raments and the provision of a
duly commissioned ministry. Thus—
to quote again the same Report—
“we are persuaded that the historic
continuity of the episcopal ministry
provides evidence of the divine in-
tention such as to constitute a stew
ardship which we are bound to dis-
charge.”

I deprecate in this respect the
use of the old, and, as I think, ir-
relevant, distinction between the
esse and.the bene esse of the
Church. In a spiritual society, as in
a man’'s ‘'own spiritual life, what is
good is what is right, and what is
best may be regarded as what God
desires. Thus in stipulating that the
Eplecopate and an Episcopal Min-
Istry must be maintained in any
United Church of which the Church
of England can form a part, we are
not contending for any mere form
aof government, however venerable,

Such a posttton can only
be Justified by bellef that here there
is a divine provision for the right
ordering of the Church to which we
must be loyal,
