Post-war re-establishment is also going to
impose serious commitments on the Provinces—
commitments that cannot be met with their pro-
vincial revenues.

This is especially the case  with Prince Ed-

ward Island. This Province is going back fin-
ancially at such a rate as threatens, even with
no further commitments, to land us into bank-
ruptey, .
The other Provinces are sending to Ottawa
imposing delegations. The whole of the Ontarin
Government is going, accompanied by the De-
puty Ministers, experts, etc. The same is true of
Quebhec and other Provinces.

Our own delegation is a puny one—only two
Ministers will be present, and they will be the
only ones with voices at the Conference. How
well they are prepared is not known, but judg-
ing by the “agenda” published in the local Gov-
ernment organ, thev are going to Ottawa hat in
hand to beg for local works.

If it were not so tragic and so humiliating it
would be amusing to learn that our delegation
intends to ask gt the Conference that a bridge
be built aerosg the river at Brightor, that a sec-
ond road be built from Charlottetown to Bor-
den, that the Grey Bus Lines extend their route
to Prince Edward Island, and such other local
schemes.

Have we got down to this, that our Gow-
ernment is going to grasp at the shadow and
let go the substance?

The Dominion Government has made a
gift of our Northern domain, immensely rich
in all kinds of minerals—that whole pre-Cam-
brian shield which belonged to us as well as to
the rest of Canada—and we have got out of it
not a copper.

We are at the limit of taxation. We have no
natural resources in minerals, forest or water
power, such as the other Provinces have. We
have no rich corporations which we can tax.
We have no industries, no manufactures, We
buy everything from Ontario and Quebec. We
pay our money to the Insurance Companies and
to the Banks, and this money is used to build
up the. industries of the large Provinces. And
we go to Ottawa to ask for a bridge and a road!

It the Liberal organ correctly states the ¥ % ow
Government's views, our delegation will be the
laughing stock of the other delegates. Our re-
presentatives at the Conference will rightly
be told that they are not there to discuss pro-
vincial roads and bridges. They are there to
make an adjustment of the financial relations
between Ottawa and the Provinces, not to deal
with local details.

Our delegates should have prepared, with
great care and with the assistance of experts,
a brief showing our past history and our past
relations with the Dominion: the position and
status of other Provinces with the Dominion,
what resources they have, what has been done
for them, etc. Our nceds should be set out in
full detail. what money =ill be required to mee
them, and where the Thoney is to come from to
place us in a position to do the post-war things
that must be donc; also to show clearly how im-
possible, without a revision of our financial
relations with the ~Federal Government, it s
for us to do these things.

Let us hope that despite the lack of evidence
to this efiect in their  party organ, our delegates
have soms comprehension of the meaning and
significance of the gathering at Ottawa next
week, and will make effective use of the golden
opportunity provided of salvaging this Province,
and remedying some of the 'ong-standing abuses
which we have endured since Confederatinn,
Otherwise. our case is hepeiess indeed, and we
might as well—in the words of a former Lil)-
eral Premicr—hoist cur anchor and sail out to
sea.

First of a fleet of aircraft to be flown to
Paris by the R, A. F. Transport Command for
civil passenger and cargo service in France, the
C-47 Datoka which took ofi from Dorval aic-
port on Saturday last, arrived in Prestwick,
Scotland, Sunday morning on the first stage of
her trip. Although the plane is the first des-
tined for use in France, it is only one of a large
number of aircraft, converied for civil
which are being delivered to European coun-
tries which are at present incapable of produc-
ing commercial planes to meet current require-
ments. Planes have already been delivered to
Norway, Belgium and other continental coun-
tries as well as to Australia. The planes at
present being delivered to France will have 2
distinctly cosmopolitan background by the time
they reach their destination; they are being
supplied from the United States and ferried to
Canada by American airmen of French descent:
