RENEWS VERDUN BATTLE

Fight Now Raging as Fiereely as on Marech 1sl.  Ger-
man Losses are Terribly Heavy and Their
Every Attack So Far Repulsed.

(Special to the Guardlan.)
PARIS, May 8.—Fighting of great
violence continued last night on the
Verdun front.' = Furious ~German  at-
tacks near Hill 304 were broken the
French war office announced today.
The losses of the Germans'are de-
scribed as extremely heavy.  The
French attacked east of Hill 304,
and drove the Germans from a com-
munication trench which they pene-
trated yesterday. East of the Meuse
there was a series of night en-
gagements, The Germans - were
driven from a trench south of Hau-
dremont, which they occupled yester-
day and thirty - men, inocluding two
officers were captured.

The offensive movement yesterday
covered a front of two kilometres be-
tween Haudremont and Fort Douau-

corps disposed of the initial attack
without ceding any important ground,
but the battle is still raging and
according 1o the latest advices, the
result will not be known till some-
time today.

East of the Meuse the Germans de-
livered four attacks on a front of 2,
000 yards, each advance: being  made
by a different Prussian regiment. The
nghting there is as fierce as on the
other side of the river and is incon-
clusive,

PARIS, May 8.—After 77 days of
battle the Germans are making a mew
attack before Verdun, with another
formidable army.

The principal effort of the Germans
is being directed against Dead Man's
Hill. Following thé Napoleonic policy
