THUNDERSTORMS IN
SUN MAY EXPLAIN
WIRLESS PUZZLE.

PARIS, eb. 12—Prench  mili-
tary wirelesg operators have come
to the conclusion after co-ordinated
study that the famous wireless
messages from Mars” are thunder-
storms in the sun. Since the ques-
tion of untraceable and undecipher-
able messages wag opened they
have kept a close watch at all the
receiving stations, working on the
basis that if Mars was sending out
Hertxian  waves they would reach
all the earth stationg simultaneous-
ly. But they have found that these
mysterious troubling messages do
not come simultaneously or last
the same length of time. Therefore
they conclude they are not sent
out by any instrument or power res-
embling the Marconi installation.

On the other hand they have
found that over certain areag what
are called parasitic waves disturb
messages when magnetic storms are
going on, caused by sudden activ-
ity in the sun.

“When a star that lights up the
earth indulges in any of its tremen-
dous eruptions,” one authority says
“it seems to send out ‘waves into|
inter-planetary space. When these
reach our atmosphere they set up
a magnetic disturbance which pro-
duces unrecognizable dots and
dashes on the Marconi instruments.

“It would be something extra-
ordinary,” they say, “it we could
hear the poeple of Mars or any
other planet trying to talk to us,
but surely it ig wonderful enough
that we can hear a thunderstorm
going on in the sun some hundreds
of millions of miles away. Consider-
ing the force of the sun eruptions
necessary to travel the distance, it
is certain that we should never be
able, without burning up the earth,
to reply to any messages from
Mars."”
