KILLED IN
MID AR CRASH

BRIGHTON, Ont., Sept. 22 (CP)—
One member of the Royal Canadian
Air Force was Kkilled and three
others escaped injury near here yes-
terday when two training planes
from nearby Trenton training cen-
tre collided in midair.

One plane crashed, killing Air-
craftman A. E. Porter of Morris,
Man, while the pilot, Flying Of-
ficer C. C. Morgan of ‘Trenton
parachuted to safety. Their plane,
manned by Flying Officer George
Hill of Pictou, N. S, and leading
aircraftman H, M. Sharpe of De-
seronto, Ont., made a successful
forced landing.

Reason for the collision has not
been determined but eye-witnesses
on the ground said the planes “ap-
peared to turn over and then lock
wings."”

ALEXANDRIA, Egypt, Sept. 22—
(CP) — British anti-aircraft fire
drove off Italian planes which tried
to bomb the naval base here to-
day, British general headquarters
disclosed, announcing also that an
Italian air raid on Haifa, Palestine
oil port, killed 32 persons and ‘n-
jured 68 yesterday.
