fare.

On April 10, 1910, when he was Premier and had the
destinies of Canada in his hands, he was questioned by
Sir Robert Borden, then Leader of the Opposition, as to
the attitude Canada would adopt in the event of the Mother
Country being at war. Sir Robert asked whether or not a
Canadian warship meeting an enemy of Great Britain
on the sea, would fight, and Sir Wilfrid replied:

“T do not know that she would fight, I do not know
that she should fight either. She would: not fight until
the Government by which she is commissioned have
decided whether she should go into the war.”

On December 12, 1912, he said:

“ When England is at war we are at war, but it does
not follow that because we are at war we are actually
in the conflict.”

That was the remarkable doctrine preached by Laurier
only a couple of years ago. He has found out by experi-
ence that it is not a doctrine that commends itself to the
people of Camada. He has seen that with the outbreak
of war Canada is not only at war, but in the confiict, in
it with all her resources of men and money, in it to thei
last dollar and the last man. He has seen that this was
done without question and without hesitation, but as the
expression of the unanimous will of the people. To-day, in
the face of all this, he dares not confront an audience
in Canada with his Separatist doctrine. £

Sir Wilfrid was not only blind to the war-like policy
being pursued by Germany, he assumed the character of
a German apologist. So late as January 19, last year Sir
Wilfrid said in the House of Commons:

“The German peril has disappeared, if, indeed, there
was ever such thing. . . . The climate is moderate and
the sky is clear.

RECRUITING

Recruiting in our sister provinces has not been any more
brisk than in Prince Edward Island. A St. John exchange
of the 5th complains that ‘“only two recruits presented
themselves for enlistment yesterday and the interest in
the campaign seems to have fallen off.”” So far the 55th
Battalion has about 700 men at Sussex, but 250 of these
have been drafted for immediate overseas duty and will
likely go forward at any time. This means that about 600
more men must be secured in order to bring the battalion
up to strength. The officers in charge of the recruiting in
St. John expected to secure at least 170 men in that city,
but the number has been considerably short of that.

HOW ENGLAND FELT

Papers areceived recently from England contain~ re-
ports showing what intense indignation was aroused in
the old lAnd by the sinking of the Lus itania.

The Livérpool Meat Importera’ Association forwarded to
the Lord Mayor the following petition:— “We, being &l
ratepayers of the city of Liverpool, regarding as we do
with ‘horror and abhorrence therecent barbaric acts of the
German nation in‘the prosecution of their warfare waged
not only against the fighting forces, but against non-
combatants, women and children, herepy petition your
lordship to summon immediately a town's meeting of
this city for the purpose of demanding of the Government
the immediate internment of all alien enemies and of all
naturalized Germans, Austrians, and Turks.”

At a German restaurant in the neighborhood of Lime
Street, London it was remarked as usual that the day af-
ter the disaster the menus were all in German. Some of
the waiters pretended that they could speak nothing but
German though customers had often heard them speak-
ing very good English. Drinks were served on little felt
mats bearing German inscriptions, and German was spok-
en on all sides. All the British customers present were
deploring the Lusitania horror. On the other hand, the
‘naturalized’ Germans were in the highest spirits, At a
¢ertain table a British customer rose and suggested that
it would be fitting to speak English, A “naturalized’
German answered that perhaps the conversation over
which they were so much amused might be distressful to
any Englishmen who had relatives addicted to Transat-
lantic travel. A roar of laughter followed from the
‘naturalized,” customers and one of them deliberately
spat in the face of an Englishman, saying, ‘Excuse me,
but the joke of the whole business makes me laugh be-
yond control, and I could not help that accident.” There
were at the time:about twenty British customers, and
sixty to eighty ‘naturalized’ persons. The trouble lasted
about ten minutes. At the end of that time there was
not a German picture or advertisement left on the walls,
and there was not a ‘naturalized’ man in the place. No
great damage was done to the restaurant though in their
haste to keep important business appointments some of
the naturalized customers may have turned over a few
tables and broken a plate or two.

A remarkable incident took place at the Broadway The-
atre, Hammersmith, while a Lusitania film was being
shown. At part of the film showing the bodies being car-
ried through the streets two Germans in the centre of a
crowded audience began to laugh, and audibly remarked,
“It serves them right.” -The entire house rose, and the
maonager had the greatest @ifficulty 'in preventing the
men being badly hurt. As it was they were severely puni
shed. ¢
