Sailors are entitled to be
the honored guests of landsmen and,
that to welcome them ashore is the
privilege of all good citizens.

The Navy League of Canada, there-

Homes and Institutes throughoeut the

The Navy League has been the only
organization in Canada to provide for
the dependents of the men of Canada’s
Merchant Marine who lost their livey
on the High Seas by enemy action dur-
ing the Great War. Regular monthly
allowances have heen paid in Prince
Edward Island, as elsewhere, for seve
eral years past. 3
