Emphasis on Quality

It -the fishing Industry in the
Province was to continue profit~
able, the fishermen and the can=
ners must .be made to realize that
in the face.of a steadily-increasing
competition from other countries,
the quality of Island sea foods
must be maintained and increased
wherever possible. There was a
time when less careful Government
inspection methods made all sorts
of subterfuges by irresponsible
ersoqs easy 'to practice, Only a
ew years ago, he sald, oysters were
sold 'in Montreal and other large
centres . bearing the name “Malpe=-
que”—oysters , which Col. Barrie
was certain had ‘never been near
that world-famous oyster-area. .

Today, .however, Government
regulations had become
and more difficult to circumvent
and all the fishing industry had
now to worry about was to pro-
duce the quality, and the Govern-
ment would see that the credit for
that quality went where it be=
longed.

Varfous regulgtions could be
made for the benefit of the fish-
ing industry here by Orders-in-
Council, Col. Barrie said, but he

that any changes in the Fisherkes
Inspection Act could only be made
by Parliament.

Mr. C. P. McCarthy, president of
the P. E. Island Fishermens Un-
ion, with head ters at Tignish
commended the work done for the
Pederation by the secretary, "
G. W. McLeod, d by the vice-

esident, Mr. J. H. Myrick., Mr.

cCarthy said he considered the
Federation had got off to a good
start and that it had already suc-
ceeded in bringing many benefits
to the industry which had hither-
to not been enjoyed. He would like
to see a member of the' co-opera-
tive fishery association present and
suggested that Mr. M. A. Farmer
might be on the directorate.

First In Canada

Mr. Clive Planta said the meet-
of the Federation at Charlotte-
town was of more than ordinary
interest. It was the first provin-
cial fisheries federation to be or-
ganized in Canada and it was f{it-
ting that Charlottetown was its
birthplace, for Charlottetown had
also been the birthplace of Con-
federatign. Another feature of the
meeting was unique inasmuch as
the Lieutenant-Governor of the
Province was present. Mr. Planta
sald he could not recall any other
fisheries meeting ever held in Can-
ada at which a Lieut.-Governor
had been an honoured guest.
There were signs on the economic
horizon which would indicate a
need for greater caution, especiai-
ly in the lobster industry. Oa

time efficiency, and the Island
fisherman must expect increasin
competition, so that quality shoulg
be maintained and increased to
meet the coming economic threat.
Mr. Planta said he could not
promise that canners would be
allowed to use the quarter-pound
cans which they had left
from last year, He understood some
canners had been given such per-
mission but he could not, speak-
ing officially, give a definite “yes”
or “no”.

Compares Average Catch

Comparing the average yearly
catch of fish in Canada between
the years 1935 to 1939, with that
between the years 1940 to 1945, Mr.
Planta said the average during the
depression years was 1,600,000
gounds of which 25,000 pounds had
een exported. The remainder had
been kept in Canada for domestic
use. The average for the war years
was, Mr. Planta said, 3,900,000
pounds. However, last year's catch
was 7,700,000 pounds of which over
5,000,000 pounds had beenn export-
ed. Those figures indicated, Mr,
Planta said, that the fishing in-
dustry would have to make greater
efforts than if the past to main-
tain such an exporting record dur-
ing the years ahead.

Dr. Ernest Hess, director of the
fisheries laboratory at Halifax, em-
?haalzed the need of quality 1n
sland fish products. The new lab-
oratory in Charlottetown would
be a source of much assistance to
all packers and canners of fish in
the Province, Dr. Hess said. Many
canners were of the opinion they
had nothing to learn about the
packing and curing of fish, but he
could assure them they could not
possibly have such a wide and
diversified experience as those
laboratory men who were inspec!-
ing the products of canners all
over the country. The quality of
Island products compared favour-
ably, Dr. Hess said, with those of
other Provinces.

Mr. J, F. Connolly, provinctal
deputy-Minister of Reconstruction,
gave some figures in which he
showed that the average yecarly
earnings of those counties in the
Maritimes whose main industry
was that of fishing was much lower
than that of other countles. His
Department, Mr. Connolly said,
was at all times willing to give
whatever assistance it could to the
further development of the Island
fisheries.

Mr. H W. Tidmarsh sald 78 per
cent of the enquiries coming to the
Tourist Bureau were about tishing
possibilities in the Rrovince, He
was glad to see Mr. Connolly at
the meeting for in the past he
thought the Provincial Government
had not rl‘d enough attention to
the Island’s fisheries.
