BOMBAY, Jan. 10. (A.P.)—Two
disturbances, in one of which a
crowd estimated. at 12,000 persons
freed three prisoners from a pol-
ice station, were reported today in
the Nationalist civil disobedience
campaign.

Police charged a crowd at Karachi
with staves after a public meeting
which had been declared unlaw-
ful and twenty eight persons were
injured. The other occurrence was
at Srinigar, where en armed crowd
attacked the police station and set
free' three prisoners charged with
attempted arson. They were the
only disorders reported and relat-
ive calm prevailed throughout the
country.

TRADE TREATY

Belief Expressed That
New Adjustment
Agreed Upon Will
Materially Benefit
Both Countries and
Lead to Increased
Trade.

HONOLULU, Jan. 10. (AP.)—
Agreements on numerous matters
affecting trade rel:tions between
Canada and New Zealand have been
announced by representatives of
those countries, who withheld de-
tails.
