The Bluenose had a long and
ed career. Bhe was a racer
and a work-horse, sailing to the
Grand Banks with the deep sea
fleet when she was not racing on
being groomed for a_ competition,
She also was taken by her skip-

A signal honor was pald the
famed schooner when a 30-cent
Canadian stamp was issued in
1930-31 with two pictures of the
Bluenose on it.
