President Hoover At Game
"  Witnessing World Series play for
_ the third straight year, President
“ Hoover was among nearly 33,000
" spectators who saw Grimes come
close to a masterpiece, as he held
the Athletics hitless for the first
seven innings, and'beat them, 5 to 2,
in the third game of a dramatic in-
tersectional war. Grimes was robb-
¥ ed of a shutout in the ninth inning
* when the mighty Al Simmons em-
! erged from his slump to bang &
* home run over the right field wall,
i with one on and, two out, but the
veteran spitballer subdued his old
“ time rivals with almost ridiculous
“ ease up to this final gesture by the
home forces.
The Cardinals conquered none
[ other than the great Robert- Moses
' Grove as they bombarded the ace
£ southpaw's delivery for the second
* straight time in the series. Grimes,
“on top of his superlative pitching,
= struck the blow in the fourth inn-
% ing that proved to be decisive. It
was a single, with two out, scoring
runners from second and third, and
gave: the Cardinals a commanding
lead of 4 to 0.

Martin Again

The Cardinals rode the crest of
their dashing, triumphant wave as
they beat the world champions for
the second straight time and took
8 2 to 1 lead in the series on the
home grounds of the - Athletics.
Again, the spectacular young out-
filder, Pepper Martin, was a thorn
In the side of the A’s as he figured
yrominently in the winning. drive.
Martin connected for two hifs, run-
mning his total for three games to
seven, but he was well supported in
the attack on Grove by catcher
Jimmy Wilson, who redeemed him-
self with three hits, as well as by
Grimes and Jim Bottomley. , Al-
together, the Cardinals shelled
Grove for eleven hits and four runs
in eight innings. They tallied once

more. in the ninth, off young Leroy |

Mahafey.
The Whole Show

Grimes, however, was pretty much
the ‘whole show, as he subdued the
slugging Mackmen, who have had
only five hits in two straight games

Hallahan, who blanked them Friday,
and Grimes. Old Burleigh was not
considered in good enough shape
to start the series, an assignment
that was given to young Paul Der-
ringer with unfortunate results for
the Cardinals, The spitballer, they
said, had not been up to his cld
form the latter part of the season.
He never looked better than he did
this afternoon, mowing down the
Mackmen with consummate ease a3
he gained revenge for two heart-
breaking defeats in the 1930 series.

Great Hurling

Mixing his spitball with a fast
curve and change of pace, pitching
smartly all the way, Grimes was in
sight of the all-time goal—a no hit
world series game—when he com-
pleted seven innings without allow-
ing the semblance of a hit. In that
seven inning span only two Mack-
men had reached base, on walks,
and in six of the seven innings only
three batsmen faced the veteran.
Grimes was especially wary of burly
Jimmy Foxx, whose home run beat
the veteran in the fifth game of the
1930 series, He walked Foxx for the
second straight time to start the
elghth and then Bing Miller broke
the spell with a line single to cen-
trefield. It was the first real threat
by the A’s but old Burleigh, shifting
his tobacco and hitching up his
trousers, retired the next three bats-
men in order, including Cramer,
pinch hitting for Grove,

Spoiled a Record

There were two out in the ninth
when Cochrane, after a long duel
with Grimes, received a pass. Sim-
mons, whose only previous hit in
the series was his homer" in the
opening game at St. Louis, caught
a fast ball and ‘walloped it over the
vight field barrier. Eric McNair,
pinch running for Cochrane, came
in ahead of Simmons as the spell of
old Burleigh's mastery finally was
broken. Foxx was fanned for the
final victim, however, ana .3rimes
walked off the field witn nis first
World Series victory since he oitch-
ed for Brooklyn against Cleveland
in 1920.

Burleigh's two hit stunt was the
sixth of its kind to be recorded in
a World Series fray. The first was
achieved by Ed Walsh of the White
Sox in“1906 and the last by Waite
Hoyt, then with the Yankees, in
1921. The closest to a perfect game
in series annals was Ed Reulbach’s
one hit triumph of the Cubs over
the White Sox in 1906. The Car-
